history and modern-day. Learn
about the creative intentions in

a piece of Drama.

Theatre In Education
Explore a range of texts that deal with social
themes aimed a teenage audience. Learn how
to create a piece of Drama with an educational
message.

Scripted
Explore a short script and
develop acting skills to be able to
stay in role in a performance.

Devised
Create a piece of Drama based
on the theme, ‘Murdered For
Being Different.’
